PROCEDURE:  Complete PSG with a digital sleep system using the international 10-20 electrode placement for recording EEG, EOG, EMG from chin, ECG, respiratory effort, oximetry, body position, airflow, snoring sound, pulse rate and limb movement channels.

SUMMARY of Diagnostic:  Total recording time was 358.5 minutes, with a total sleep time of 282.0 minutes and a sleep efficiency of 80.1 %.  The patient’s sleep latency was 3.5.  There was a total of 2.7% REM sleep with the REM latency of 208.0 minutes.  There was 8.2% of Stage 1 sleep, 78.5% Stage 2, 7.6% Stage 3, and 3.0% Stage 4 sleep.  

Respiratory Analysis demonstrated 14 Obstructive Apneas, 0 Central Apneas and 0 Mixed Apneas with a total of 14 apneas and an APNEA INDEX of 3.0.  There were 202 hypopneas, with an Apnea HYPOPNEA INDEX (AHI) of 46.0.  The patient spent 35.3% of total sleep time in the supine position, with a supine AHI of 69.9, versus a non-supine AHI of 32.9.  The REM AHI was 24.0, versus non-REM AHI of 46.6.   The lowest desaturation was 64 %, with 14.2 minutes of desaturations between 81% and 90%. 
PERIODIC LEG MOVEMENTS SUMMARY:  There were a total of 0 Periodic leg movements for a PLM index of 0.0.
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
